Citizen Assistance Summary

NUISANCE PROPERTY UPDATE 

Since October 1, 2013 there have been 3,143 Founded Calls for Service of Chapter 22A which 
have affected 2,211 properties. Of the 22A Founded Calls for Service, 429 have met the 
threshold of 22A and have been deemed Nuisance Properties since the program started. Since 
October 1, 2014, 285 Nuisance Properties have been brought back into compliance. Of the 2,304  
Tier C Founded Calls for Service, only 101 have resulted in a Nuisance Property Designation. 
SAFE-CR has billed $42,052.69 for Police Calls for Service and has collected $17,183.58. 

Based upon the following charts and graphs, property owners are abating the nuisance after they 
receive a Call for Service letter. Only 4.4% of Tier C violations have risen to a Nuisance Property 
Designation and only 13.1% of Nuisance Properties have had additional 22A violations billed.

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BACKGROUND CHECKS 
 

The number of background checks requested through RentPrep has remained fairly consistent over the past 
several months. In August, 75 background checks were conducted. These checks were ordered by a total of 
34 registered landlords with the City of Cedar Rapids.  Overall, there have been 4,273 background checks 
ordered by 413 landlords. The background checks consist of a 50-state criminal history search, active Iowa 
warrants, Cedar Rapids arrests, as well as checks of the National Sex Offender Registry and the National 
Terrorist List. 
 
Landlords also have the option to order additional screenings including Social Security Verification, 
Eviction Histories, and Lien/Bankruptcy Histories. 15 of the 75 (20.0%) background checks in  
August 2016 included these additional screens and 1,244 of the 4,273 (29.11%) total background checks 
included them. 
 
26 of the 75 (34.67%) individuals screened in August 2016 yielded at least one reportable hit on their 
criminal history. Overall, 1,842 of the 4,273 (43.11%) background checks have at least one reportable 
offense in their criminal history. In accordance with the Fair Credit Reporting Act, a misdemeanor crime is 
reportable for 7 years and a felony is reportable for the lifetime of the individual.  
 
Overall Statistics 

• 50.57% of the prospective tenants currently living in Cedar Rapids yielded a reportable criminal 
history (1,233 of 2,438) 

• 48.18% of the prospective tenants currently living in Linn County yielded a reportable criminal 
history (1,404 of 2,914) 

• 45.87% of the prospective tenants currently living in Iowa yielded a reportable criminal history  
(1,626 of 3,545) 

• 29.67% of the prospective tenants currently living outside of Iowa yielded a reportable criminal 
history (216 of 728)

state of arrest, as many states have different qualifications for offenses (i.e. what may be a misdemeanor in 
one state is a felony in another). All offenses shown below are defined by the Iowa State Code unless 
otherwise noted.
