4.1 Background - The City of Cedar Rapids is seeking bids from qualified Contractors for the caulking and painting of
Cherry Hill Swimming Pool and Deck, 341 Stoney Point Road NW, Cedar Rapids, lowa 52405.

4.2 Scope of Work

4.2.1  General Specifications

Contractor shall perform all work during normal business hours of 7:00am to 5:000m Monday
through Friday. No weekend work will be allowed unless prior arrangements have been made with
Jerry Kirk, Parks and Recreation Maintenance Manager.

Contractor shall complete the entire project no later than November 30, 2016, weather permitting.
Cherry Hill Pool Pool — estimated areas: Total paint surface of the pool vessel to be painted is
approximately 16,000 square feet. Total vessel to be caulked is approximately 2,882 linear feet.
Total deck to be caulked is approximately 2,856 linear feet.

Contractor is responsible for accurately measuring the areas.

All caulk and paint products used must be those specified in the bid documents — no substitutions
will be accepted.

4.2.2  Preparation Specifications

Degrease pool basin areas.

Power wash pool basin areas using a minimum of 4,000 psi.

Wash pool basin areas with a muriatic acid solution, rinsing thoroughly.

Water lines and algae growth shall be removed with muriatic acid and a chlorine bath.

Sandblast pool basin areas to remove loose, non-adhering coatings (Contractor shall cover main
drains prior to sandblasting).

Complete pool basin area shall be thoroughly cleansed after sandblasting and before coating
process begins.

4.2.3  Caulking Specifications

Remove, clean, prime and caulk approximately 2,882 LF of expansion joint in the bottom and side
walls of the swimming pool basin using Vulkem #227 sealant. Install backer rod where needed.
Remove, clean, prime and caulk approximately 2,856 LF of expansion joint of the Cherry Hill pool
deck with Vulkem #227 sealant. Install backer rod where needed.

Contractor shall use only Vulkem #227 sealant; no substitutions will be accepted.

Only expansion joints shall have the caulk replaced, not the sawcut (control) joints or the cracks on
the decks. Caulk in the pool basin and gutters include caulk-filled cracks as well as expansion joints.
Contractor shall remove all gutter covers, clean, caulk and paint inside gutters.

Thoroughly clean all areas after work is completed.

4.2.4  Painting Specifications

Prepare all surfaces according to the manufacturer’s specifications.

Contractor shall paint the entire pool assembly including any main drains, gutter trenches, and
gutter covers with white Ameron Americoat 400 Epoxy Coating (no substitutions)

Gutter covers shall be silica sand applied to ensure all covers are slip-proof. After painting, the
gutter covers shall be replaced.

Zero depth area shall be non-slip with application of silica sand.

Rim of pool basin shall be non-slip with application of silica sand. Rim shall be painted.

Contractor shall paint racing lanes, racing lane targets, breakline, waterslide lines, water depth lines
and other graphics with black Ameron Americoat 400 Epoxy Coating (no substitutions).

First coat to be used as primer and second coat shall be the finish coat.

Each coat of paint shall be 6-8 mils D.F.T. per coat, for a total thickness of 12-16 mils D.F.T.

4.3 Contractors Employees

Any person making deliveries to or working on City property must be identifiable by uniform, proper
identification and a marked vehicle. The Contractor shall only furnish employees who are competent and skilled
for work under the Contract.

If, in the opinion of the City, an employee of the Contractor is incompetent or disorderly, refuses to perform in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract, threatens or uses abusive language while on City
property, or is otherwise unsatisfactory, that employee shall be removed from all work under the Contract.

Furnish and Install Requirements

These Specifications may describe the various functions and types of work required to paint the pool and deck
area in conjunction with this Request for Bid. Any technical omissions of functions or types of work within these
specifications shall not relieve the Contractor from furnishing, installing or performing such work where required
to the satisfactory completion of the project. The Contractor shall include all costs associated with installation in
its bid price and shall not identify installation costs as a separate item unless specifically allowed on the Bid
Submittal Form.

Safety

Contractor will ensure that its employees observe and exercise all necessary caution and discretion so as to avoid
injury to person or damage to property of any and all kinds. All buildings, equipment and furnishings shall be
protected by the Contractor from damage, which might be done or caused by work performed under the
Contract. Such damages to the foregoing shall be repaired and/or replaced by approved methods so as to
restore the damaged areas to their original condition at the expense of the Contractor. The Contractor shall
erect, install, and maintain all temporary public walks, warning signs, barricades, and other protective means as
may be necessary for the protection of the public from injury. Contractor certifies that all items or service
delivered herein comply with all ANSI Standards and with the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act of
1970, as applicable.

Contractor shall exercise the utmost care when working on City property. The Contractor shall be responsible
for, and indemnify and hold the City harmless from all damage to the facility that may occur during this project.
Any damage that may occur shall be reported to the City immediately. The City may direct the Contractor to
undertake immediate and reasonable steps to repair and remediate any damage. The Contractor shall maintain a
written log describing all property damage reports, and the Contractor’s activities to repair and remediate. This
log shall include the dates for each damage report, pictures, contact information and resolution. If property
damaged by the Contractor is not repaired or remediated in a timely basis as directed by the City, and to the
satisfaction of the City, the City may, at its option, have the damage repaired at the Contractor’s expense to be
reimbursed to the City.

Tools and Equipment

The Contractor shall be equipped with the normal tools of their trade and shall furnish all labor, tools and all
other items necessary for and incidental to executing and completing all required work. Contractor shall provide
all required tools, equipment, consumable products and testing instruments needed for the job.

Waste Disposal — Clean-Up

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids; to request
rebids; to award bids item-by-item, by groups or lump sum; and to waive technicalities and formalities
where is it deemed advisable in protection of the best interests of the City.

ACCELERATED PAY DISCOUNTS - Accelerated discounts should be so stated on the Signature Page. If quick pay discounts are offered,
the City reserves the right to include that discount as part of the award criteria. Prices bid must, however, be based upon payment in
net forty-five (45) days after receipt, inspection and acceptance. In all cases, quick pay discounts will be calculated from the date of the
invoice or the date of acceptance, whichever is later.

ADA COMPLIANCE

1. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (Public Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C.
12101 et seq.) and applicable Federal regulations under the Act.

2. Bids for design, construction, programs, policies and concessions of any type shall comply with the 2010 Standards for Accessible
Design, the ADA title Il regulation, Section 504 of the 1973 Rehabilitation Act, and similar statutes and regulations prohibiting
discrimination on the basis of disability.

3. The Contractor shall ensure that its websites and all online services, including those websites or online services provided by third
parties upon which Cedar Rapids relies to provide services or content, comply with , at minimum, Web Content Accessibility
Guidelines - WCAG 2.0 AA.

ASSIGNMENT - The City and the Contractor each is hereby bound and the partners, successors, executors, administrators and legal
representatives of the City and the Contractor are hereby bound to the other Party to the Contract and to the partners, successors,
executors, administrators and legal representatives (and said assigns) of such other Party, in respect of all covenants, agreements and
obligations of the Contract. Any assignment or attempt at assignment made without prior written consent of the City shall be void.

BID CURRENCY/LANGUAGE - All bid prices shall be shown in US Dollars ($). All prices must remain firm for the duration of the contract
regardless of the exchange rate. All bid responses must be submitted in English.

BID FORM - Each Bidder must submit an original bid and additional copies as required on the forms attached. The Bidder shall correctly
sign the bid, and the bid may be rejected if it shows any omissions, alterations of the form, additions not called for in the bid, or any
irregularities of any kind. In case of a discrepancy between the unit price and the extended price, the unit price shall prevail.

BID INFORMATION IS PUBLIC - All documents submitted with any bid shall become public documents and subject to lowa Code
Chapter 22, which is otherwise known as the “lowa Open Records Law”. By submitting any document to the City of Cedar Rapids in
connection with a bid, the submitting party recognizes this and waives any claim against the City of Cedar Rapids and any of its officers
and employees relating to the release of any document or information submitted. Each submitting party shall hold the City of Cedar
Rapids and its officers and employees harmless from any claims arising from the release of any document or information made
available to the City of Cedar Rapids arising from any opportunity. Bid information requested by the public or other bidders will be
provided in an alternative format if the requestor is a person with a disability and requires an alternative form for comprehension.

BID REJECTION OR PARTIAL ACCEPTANCE - The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids or parts thereof. The City
further reserves the right to waive technicalities and formalities in bids, as well as to accept in whole or in part such bids where it is
deemed advisable in protection of the best interests of the City.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST - Contractor represents, warrants, and covenants that no relationship exists or will exist during the Contract
period between the Contractor and the City that is a conflict of interest. No employee, officer or agent of the Contractor shall
participate in the selection or in the award if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, exists. The provisions of lowa Code ch. 68B shall
apply to the Contract. If a conflict of interest is proven to the City, the City may terminate the Contract, and Contractor shall be liable
for any excess costs to the City as a result of the conflict of interest. The Contractor shall establish safeguards to prevent employees,
consultants, or members of governing bodies from using their positions for purposes that are, or give the appearance of being,
motivated by the desire for private gain for themselves or others with whom they have family, business, or other ties. The Contractor
shall report any potential, real, or apparent conflict of interest to the City.

DISPUTES - Should any disputes arise with respect to the Contract; the Parties agree to act immediately to resolve such disputes. Time
is of the essence in the resolution of disputes. The Contractor agrees that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, it will continue
without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the Contract that are not affected by the dispute and the City shall continue to
make payment for all work properly performed. Should the Contractor fail to continue to perform its responsibilities regarding all non-
disputed work, without delay, any additional costs incurred by the City or the Contractor as a result of such failure to proceed shall be
borne by the Contractor. The unintentional delayed payment by the City to the Contractor of one or more invoices not in dispute in
accordance with the terms of the Contract will not be cause for Contractor to stop or delay Work.

FOB POINT AND FREIGHT/DELIVERY CHARGES — The FOB point, in terms of loss or damage, as well as where title to the goods is
passed, shall be FOB-Destination. Freight/delivery charges are to be included in the quoted price of the goods, rather than as a
separate line item.

FORCE MAIJEURE - Force majeure shall be any of the following events: acts of God or the public enemy; compliance with any order,
rule, regulation, decree, or request of any governmental authority or agency or person purporting to act therefore; acts of war, public
disorder, rebellion, terrorism, or sabotage; floods, hurricanes, or other storms; strikes or labor disputes; or any other cause, whether or
not of the class or kind specifically named or referred to herein, not within the reasonable control of the Party affected. A delay in or
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failure of performance of either Party shall not constitute a default hereunder nor be the basis for, or give rise to, any claim for
damages, if and to the extent such delay or failure is caused by force majeure. The Party who is prevented from performing by force
majeure shall be obligated, within a period not to exceed fourteen (14) days after the occurrence or detection of any such event, to
give notice to the other Party setting forth in reasonable detail the nature thereof and the anticipated extent of the delay, and shall
remedy such cause as soon as reasonably possible, as mutually agreed between the Parties.

INDEMNIFICATION - The Contractor shall, and hereby agrees to, protect, defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City of Cedar Rapids,
its officers and employees from any and all claims, settlements, judgments, and damages of every kind and nature made, to include all
costs associated with the investigation and defense of any claim, rendered or incurred by or on behalf of the City, its officers, and
employees, that may arise, occur, or grow out of any errors, omissions, or acts, done by the Contractor, its employees, or any
independent Contractors working under the direction of either the Contractor in the performance of the Contract.

LAWS AND REGULATIONS - The Contract shall be governed, interpreted and enforced in accordance with all applicable federal, State of
lowa, and local laws, ordinances, licenses and regulations of a governmental body having jurisdiction and shall apply to the Contract
throughout, as the case may be. The Contractor certifies that in performing the Contract they will comply with all applicable provisions
of the federal, state, and local laws, regulations, rules, and orders.

METHOD OF AWARDING - The City reserves the right to make awards based on the entire bid or on an item by item basis. However if
Contractor’s bid is based on an “all or none” condition, the City may consider their bid non-responsive and reject the entire bid.

NO GIFT STANDARD - The City of Cedar Rapids is committed to upholding the highest ethical standards in all of its business practices.
This standard recognizes the need to avoid even the perception of improper gifts or favors to employees. Therefore, all suppliers have
been asked to abide by the City’s “No Gift” standard. The “No Gift” standard also applies to all offers of discounts or free items at any
place of business targeted toward a City employee and not available to the general public, regardless of the value.

NON-COLLUSION STATEMENT - Neither the Contractor, nor anyone in the employment of the Contractor, has employed any person to
solicit or procure the Contract nor will the Contractor make any payment or agreement for payment of any compensation in connection
with the Contract. There is no contract, agreement or arrangement, either oral or written, expressed or implied, contemplating any
division of compensation for Work rendered under the Contract or participation therein, directly or indirectly, by any other person, firm
or corporation, except as documented in the Contract. Neither the Contractor, nor anyone in the employment of the Contractor, has
either directly or indirectly entered into any agreement, participated in any collusion or otherwise taken any action in restraint of free
competitive procurement in connection with the Contract.

NON-DISCRIMINATION AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITY - All Contractors that engage in contracts with the City of Cedar Rapids, lowa agree
as follows: The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, sex, color, creed,
ancestry, national origin, marital status, families with children, religion, age, disability, sexual orientation, gender identity, genetic
information, status with regard to public assistance, status as a veteran or any classification protected by federal, state, or local law,
(Protected Classes) except where age and sex are essential bona fide occupational requirements, or where disability is a bona fide
occupational disqualification. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following; (a) Employment, (b) Upgrading, (c)
Demotion or transfer, (d) Recruitment and advertising, (e) Layoff or termination, (f) Rate of pay or other forms of compensation, and (g)
Selection for training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor further assures that managers and employees comply with both the
spirit and intent of federal, state, and local legislation, government regulation, and executive orders in providing affirmative action as
well as equal opportunity without regard to the protected classes, as stated above.

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SPECIFICATIONS - Unless otherwise stated, every item provided in response to this Request for Bid shall be new, unused, and of current
model under standard production by the manufacturer. Items shall be furnished complete with standard equipment and accessories as
listed in the manufacturer’s printed literature. Remanufactured, used, demonstrator models or refurbished items will not be accepted.

SUSPENSIONS AND DEBARMENT - The Contractor hereby certifies, pursuant to 48 CFR Part 9, that neither it nor its principles are
presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in the Contract
by any federal agency. The Contractor further certifies that it is not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared
ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in any contracts with the City of Cedar Rapids or the State of lowa.

TAXES - The City of Cedar Rapids is exempt from sales tax and certain other use taxes. Any charges for taxes from which the City is
exempt will be deducted from invoices before payment is made. The Cedar Rapids Tax ID number is 42-6004336.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT FOR CONVENIENCE - The City may terminate the Contract at any time by giving written notice to the
Contractor of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least thirty (30) calendar days before the effective date of
such termination. In that event, all finished or unfinished Work, reports, materials(s) prepared or furnished by the Contractor under the
Contract shall, at the option of the City, become its property. If the Contract is terminated by the City as provided herein, the
Contractor shall be paid for all Work which has been authorized, provided, and approved up to the effective date of termination. The
City will not be subject to any termination fees from the Contractor.

TERMINATION FOR CAUSE AND DEFAULT - If through any cause, the Contractor shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner its
obligations or if the Contractor shall violate any of the terms or conditions of the Contract, the City shall thereupon have the right to
terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Contractor of such termination and specifying the effective date of termination.
In that event, and as of the time notice is given by the City, all completed Work, reports, and delivered materials shall, at the option of
the City, become its property, and the Contractor shall be entitled to receive compensation for any satisfactory Work completed.
Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to the City for damage sustained by the City by virtue of
breach of the Contract by the Contractor and the City may withhold any payments to the Contractor for the purpose of set off until
such time as the exact amount of damages due the City are determined.

WARRANTIES - GOODS

The Contractor warrants that all articles, materials and goods shall be consistent with manufacturer’s specifications and will be free
from defects. Without limitation of any rights which the City may have by reason of any breach of warranty, goods which are not as
warranted may be returned at Contractor’s expense within thirty (30) days after delivery, for either credit or replacement, as the City
may direct without additional charge to the City.

WARRANTIES — WORK - The Contractor shall perform Work for the City pertaining to the Project as set forth in the Contract.
Contractor represents that the Work and all of its components shall be free of defects; shall be performed in a manner consistent with
other Contractors in a similar industry and application; and shall conform to the requirements of the Contract.

Contractor shall be responsible for the quality, technical accuracy, completeness and coordination of all Work performed under the
Contract. Contractor shall, promptly and without charge, provide all corrective Work necessary as a result of Contractor’s acts, errors,
or omissions with respect to the quality and accuracy of the Work.

Contractor shall be responsible for any and all damages to property or persons as a result of Contractor’s acts, errors, or omissions, and
for any losses or costs to repair or remedy any Work undertaken by City based upon the Work as a result of any such acts, errors, or
omissions.

Contractor’s obligations shall exist without regard to, and shall not be construed to be waived by, the availability or unavailability of any
insurance, either of City or Contractor.

WARRANTIES - INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY - Contractor represents and warrants that all the materials, goods and work produced, or
provided to the City pursuant to the terms of the Contract shall be wholly original with the Contractor or that the Contractor has
secured all applicable interests, rights, licenses, permits or other intellectual property rights in such materials, goods and work. The
Contractor represents and warrants that the materials, goods and work, and the City’s use of same, and the exercise by the City of the
rights granted by the Contract shall not infringe upon any other work or violate the rights of publicity or privacy of, or constitute a libel
or slander against, any person, firm, or corporation. Contractor further represents and warrants that the materials and works do not
infringe upon the copyright, trademark, trade name, trade dress patent, statutory, common law or any other rights of any person, firm
or corporation or other entity. The Contractor represents and warrants that it is the owner of or otherwise has the right to use and
distribute the goods and work contemplated by the Contract.

Automobile Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and
property damage. Coverage shall include all owned, hired, and non-owned motor vehicles used in the performance of
this contract by the Contractor or its employees.

Workers Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance meeting the requirements of the lowa Workers Compensation
Statutes. The coverage limits shall include $500,000 each accident for Bodily Injury by Accident, $500,000 each employee
for Bodily Injury by Disease, and $500,000 policy limit for Bodily Injury by Disease.

THREE (3) ENDORSEMENTS REQUIRED:

c. Assertion of Government Immunity The City of Cedar Rapids, lowa shall be responsible for asserting any defense of
governmental immunity, and may do so at any time and shall do so upon the timely written request of the insurance
carrier.
